We finally got to Tuy Hoa after 60
days of almest continuous combat.

The battalion lost a hell of a lot
of good men but they fought well and
a lot of dead VC are scattered
throughout Bink Dink Province due to
the 23%rd Ranger Bn.

The Bn was so badly decimated that
we have to go to the Ranger training
center at Duc My for retraining, re-
equipment and replacements. We are
scheduled 1o go some time after the
first of November and should be there
about six weeks.

‘e don't get much news here in Tuy
Hoa. The papers we do get are weeks,
even months old, but the papers are
full of the same stuff. People, so-
picketing, mirch-
ing and demending an end to the war
they know nothing about. I find it
really shocking. You'd think people
would appreciate their freedom enough
to be willing +o fight for it in a
foreign land.. Burning draft cards,
refusing to serve, it's sickening.

I can't believe that Americens
would take up colléctions to aid the
Viet Cong. The Viet Cong who pushod
civilians before them in the attack.
The viet Cong who murder end mutilato
uncooperative villagers. The Viet
Cong who captured five of our Rangers
at Bong Sam, tied their hands behind
their backs and shot +them in the
head. I can't believe that sane
people could feel sorry for such anie~
mals. .

It is disturbing to the troops here
to know of such goings-on at home. I
wonder what became of the old Amcr—
ican spirit of naticnalism. Maybe I'm
Just old fashiomed but I'm worricd as
Bell. I tell you we either fight
these people here or some day we'll

be fighting them in our own backyard.,

The rainy season has arrived in Tuy
Hoa. It rains daily now znd some
days it rains constantly. The surf

"has been rumning 10 to 15 feet high.

I know you'd appreciate that, .  Ded.
The rain has also caused a drop in

. temperature.

The high now is about
90 degrees or so. At night it cools
down to arcund 55 or 60 degrees. :It
makes for good sleeping. . . .

I*ve lost about 15 pounds and I
don’t seem to be able to gain it back
but I feel great. I've managed to
clean up my Jjungle rot but still have
diarrhea in varying degrees. It's
Just an occupational hazard in Viet
Nam., « o

to answer. This has been the longest
damn summer I've ever cspont. in my
life. :
